Enriching Experiences

(Youth Group—Rodeph Sholom’s Youth Group (CRuSTY) program offers grade-appropriate youth experiences\
for children from second grade through high school. These activities are geared to bringing students together
in social action, Jewish learning, and simply having fun!

Nevatim—A Pre-K parent-child program where families share Jewish activities and dinner.

Youth Choirs—We have two youth choirs. The Junior Junior Choir, for children from Pre-K through 1st Grade,
participates periodically throughout the year at the Shabbat B’Shir services. The Children’s Choir, for children
2nd-6th Grade, sings at Shabbat B’Shir services and the annual Festival of Choirs Chanukah celebration, and
occasionally performs at outside concert venues.

Midrash Hour—An annual collaborative musical effort written and performed by students from our
Rodeph Sholom schools, this presentation has become an annual favorite for all congregants.

RSS Summer Camp—A day camp experience held at Rodeph Sholom offering a variety of indoor and outdoor
recreational activities, Shabbat observance, and field trips.
